1. A MCFTB Meeting was held on 30 April 07 at 1800 at the MCFTB Office, Bldg. 172.  Command representatives as well as MCCS Aquatics representatives were in attendance (Enclosure 2).
2. Old Business.

a. MCFTB Volunteer Appreciation Dinner –
The Volunteer Appreciation Dinner was held Tuesday, April 17th at Tradition’s.  There were approximately 103 people in attendance.  Evening went well, volunteers had a great night.  Any additional feedback is appreciated, as well as suggestions on improvements for next year’s event. 
b. AIRS Checklist – 

This is no longer in draft form.  Copies are available for the Family Readiness Officers, and any others interested, posted on the table (electronic version will be re-sent out with the meeting minutes).  The first section of the checklist is for MCFTB Programs at the Installation level; the second section is for MCFTB programs at the Unit level.  
c. Hurricane Season Info – 

There are several tentative dates scheduled for Hurricane Preparedness briefs aboard MCRD.  Currently, the unconfirmed dates are on or around May 22 & 23, both daytime and evening briefs.  More to follow in the next two weeks.  

d. Recent Training Sessions – 

· KV Training – April 19th session had twelve participants, two of those were from MCRD (3rd Battalion).
· L.I.N.K.S. Session – The L.I.N.K.S. FRO session was held April 2nd at MCRD.  Four FRO’s were in attendance.  There may be another FRO session in July.   
3. New Business. 

a. MCCS Aquatics Program Update – 

Mr Bill Brown and Mr. Josh Cole provided information on the upcoming swim season aboard Parris Island, Laurel Bay and the Naval Hospital.  

· All pools (PI, LB, BNH) open Friday, May 25th for the summer.  The MCAS pool has been turned back over to MCAS for training and repairs. 

· Pools will be open on holidays (there will be 4th of July parties at each pool with games and prizes for children)

· The outdoor Olympic pool will be used for recruit training during the day, with a partition sectioning off the Family pool from the Olympic pool. At 1700 each weekday, the Olympic pool will be available for recreational use.  There is no scheduled lunchtime recreational swimming in the Olympic pool.
· Swim lessons will be available.  Morning sessions will be conducted at the LB and BNH pools; evening sessions will be conducted at the LB and PI pools.  Classes are available for all ages, to include adults.
· Lifeguard classes as well as Guard Start (Jr Lifeguarding version) will be conducted.

· Pools are available for private pool parties (BNH is a great location with grills, a great view, and privacy).  Pool party costs are $45 per hour for up to 30 people.  Additional people require an additional guard and fees.  Fees cover use of pool and lifeguards. 
· Once a month, each pool will remain open until 2100 (on a Friday).

· Inclimate weather procedures follow those of the Depot.  Lightening within five miles requires patrons out of the water, and off the pool deck.

b. KVN Subcommittee Input – 
Each quarter the KVN subcommittee meets at HQMC to address issues and concerns.  Questions are sent out to the field to collect data from our KVNs.  The following two questions were sent out to the Depot KVAs and KVCs:
· What are the 3 main topics that families are contacting their Key Volunteer for?

· Are you, as a KV, receiving feedback or comment regarding the effects of combat deployments on families and children?

Although our Marines aren’t in a deployable status aboard MCRD, we do see many families coming from deployable units, and the effects of those deployments may be ongoing.  Any feedback is requested within the next two weeks, for submission before the next KVN subcommittee meeting in June.
c. Quality of Life issue – 
Maj Litchfield suggests the McTeer  Bridge closure will greatly affect many of our Depot families in the short term (since the MCFTB Meeting, slight accommodations have been made with the traffic).  Other comments suggested that in addition to the congested traffic patterns that will remain throughout the summer, the increased recruit training schedule will have huge impact on our families.  Many DI families are looking at back-to-back training cycles, with an outpost after approximately 6 months of training.  The following comments and ideas are provided:
· Battalions/Units are considering more Family Days, to increase camaraderie among spouses and families for support.
· Is there any immediate plan for the Foodcourt to reopen?  For families and Marines, there are limited resources available.
· Can the bowling center hours be reviewed?  Units can plan bowling events for families, or group outings, provided the hours accommodate them.

· Increase sporting events for children during the day (during the week).  

· Drop-Off childcare returned at the Naval Hospital.  This service was discontinued, and would be a great benefit if brought back.

· Summer matinee movies on PI, possibly two movies a day, with an activity in between to accommodate children.

· PayDay Childcare on PI (mirroring what is done at MCAS).  With more Marines working longer hours, this would be a great opportunity to offer a break for parents.  This could be paired with dinner at the club, or an on-base movie.

· Off-base local trips (such as Depot night at the Drive-in theatre, baseball games in Savannah, etc)
4. Up-Coming Events. 
a. MCFTB 30-60—90 Calendar – 
Several training sessions and opportunities are available (Enclosure 3):  

· PREP will be held May 1st & 2nd  at the Four Winds Club aboard the Depot.  This is the first session in over two years. There are currently five couples signed up.  This is limited to no more than ten couples.
